The NLD has achieved a landslide victory winning approximately 76% of the votes nationwide. 
The NLD has won: 255 out of 330 seats in the Lower House
	                135 out of 168 seats in the Upper House.
The NLD has also won 497 out of 673 seats in the State and Regional Assemblies. 
In addition to elected members, the Myanmar military is guaranteed 25% representation  
in the Lower House, the Upper House and State and Regional Assemblies.
